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"We are committed to impact the lives of these people and to do what we can
to help them back into society," said the pastor. "One of our goals for this year
is to secure a church building in which we can start a daily soup kitchen and

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"I am pulling together three or four other churches in our area to assist with
interviewing the homeless," Soleberry said.
